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If you're involved in an accident/incident, or you're asked to call
an FAA facility in connection with your flight activities, call the

~Legal Services Plan as soon as practicabie at 800.872.2672

(M-F 8:30am - 5:00pm ET).

You are generally under no obligation to call the FAA, give a
statement, or otherwise discuss the particulars of an accident/
incident or an alleged pilot deviation (two minor exceptions).

If requested, you are obliged to present your pilot and medical
certificates and photo ID to the FAA, TSA, NTSB or Federal, state
or local law enforcement.

Assess the damage or injuries to determine if NTSB reporting

is required in accordance with Part 830. Unnecessary reporting
may produce unwelcome scrutiny. REMEMBER only accidents
and a few itemized incidents are reportable, and they are report-
able to the NTSB, not the FAA. Updated June 2014
